The “Eggs to Fry” program is
the Oregon Fish and Wildlife program that puts &ggs in schools. The Association of NW
Steelheaders place rearing tanks and chillershadds and deliver the eggs from the hatcher-
ies. In October, the Association, with funding fromo grants, purchased 12 new hatch tank
units for schools in Lebanon, Estacada and thddPormetropolitan area. Until a year ago,
these units cost $1000 each, but, with researd¥iikg Myrick of the Sandy River Chapter

and LeRoy Schultz of the Tualitan Valley Chapteg, wow have the cost down to $550. In Oc-
tober, Howard Anderson, Eric Neiwert and Mike M¥yriostalled four new school units in
Portland and Gresham. On October 20, Howard, Mikevaife Judy delivered Chinook
Salmon eggs, to the delight of excited studentd4techools.
