I General business

For others, fishing gives 

way to staying dry and keeping warm.  For winter steel headers, Thanksgiving marks the beginning of the sea-

son.  This is also a time of year to plan for next year.  Perhaps you are considering a guided trip.  I had an ex-

perience where I learned the hard way that not all guides are the same ï not in the sense that some are good 

and others bad ï but in the sense that some guides cater to the ñnon-fishermanò ï novices, tourists, and corpo-

rate executives -- while others cater to the rest of us ï serious diehard fishermen. 

I had an opportunity to take an open seat on a guided one day summer steelhead trip on the Clearwater 

River in Idaho.  It was a blind date scenario ï where I was hooked up with a serious, passionate fisherman with 

decades of experience on the Willamette and Clackamas rivers.  I will call him Ralph.  Ralph had high expec-

tations for the trip ï the draw was to fish for legendary upper Columbia basin B-run steelhead.
